The Big Garden Birdwatching we joined in with in January saw
9.4 million birds counted by 650,000+ people. The 5 most counted
birds were:
1 House Sparrow, 2 Blue Tit, 3 Starling, 4 Woodpigeon,5 Blackbird.
House Sparrows are one of the UK’s most widespread birds. While
they are often the most spotted garden birds in the Big Garden
Birdwatch, their breeding numbers have declined drastically over
the last 50 years. In 2002, House Sparrows were added to the UK
Red List of birds of high conservation concern. Although there have
been increases in some areas over the last decade, House
Sparrows remain on the Red List. One way to help garden birds is
by encouraging insects. Why not let a patch of your garden grow
wild this spring and summer? You'll get a rest, and you'll reap the
rewards come next Big Garden Birdwatch.
